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For more than a decade we have been working with the community to -,
create a plan to improve our 50-year old facilities. Today we lack adequate 2N -,j-':"
space to fulfill our mission. As the Garden has increased in size from 23 to 78
acres, we have not added new facilities. oy

Our world-renowned herbarium specimens and library collections are not
being stored properly, our botanists and horticulturists lack lab space, and

our classrooms are grossly inadequate. And because we lost 60 acres of the
Garden in the Jesusita Fire, we must rebuild.

This is the bare-bones of what we need to car ry out our mission of research
and education. That is wh}' we call it the VITAL MISSION PLAN. The p]zm
adds less than 20,000 square feet of net new Garden huildings to allow us to

continue our Mmission.
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
